PLAYGROUND RULES

To ensure the enjoyment of the StuyTown playgrounds, all residents, visitors, or occupants
entering the playground must present a valid resident, visitor, or occupant ID. Each resident,
occupant, or nanny can have up to four identified guests.

All users of the playground who do not have resident, visitor, or occupant badges, or are not
guests of any resident or occupant in the playground are not permitted to use the playgrounds.

These Playground Rules are in addition to regularly enforced rules including but not limited
to not permitting the following: Pets, Bicycles, Skateboards, Wheeled Toys, Chairs/Tables,
Water Balloons, Littering, Alcohol, Smoking, and Music.

GENERAL RULES FOR ALL PLAYGROUNDS

e Noresident sports or recreation should occupy the entire playground unless it is open to all.

o All private parties shall consist of less than (20) attendees and require advanced reservation
with Recreation.

¢ Reserved space for programmed sports are posted online and on the playground signage.

e Programmed sports are limited to 20% of the day and no more than 20% of the playgrounds at
any given time.

e Review the playground entrance signage for etiquette and guidelines.

PLAYGROUND-SPECIFIC RULES

e Playgrounds PCV 2, ST 2, 4, 8 and 12: An adult must accompany children ages 2-8 years and all
minors. No Pets, Bicycles, Skateboards, Wheeled Toys, Chairs/Tables, Water Balloons, Littering,
Alcohol, Smoking, or Music, and No Adults, except in the company of children.

e Playgrounds PCV1and 3,ST1, 3,5, 6,9, 10, 11: All ages. No Pets, Bicycles, Skateboards,
Wheeled Toys, Chairs/Tables, Water Balloons, Littering, Alcohol, Smoking, or Music.



e Fitness Playground (formerly Playground 7): Ages 15 and up; ages 12-14 may use the
playground with adult supervision. Open from 5am-dusk, weather permitting. Click here for
more information.

BOOKING A BIRTHDAY PARTY

Weather permitting, the Recreation department can help you reserve a section of the playground
to celebrate with your small group of guests.

Recreation shall provide:

* One (1) 6’ folding table to be used for cake, food and/or beverages
* One (1) Private Party Sign

¢ One (1) Trash Receptacle

Designated Areas: StuyTown Playgrounds;1,2,3,4 & 6

GUIDELINES:

¢ Chairs, music, or alcohol are not permitted.

e Aplayground party is limited to (20) invitees total (including parents & children).

¢ Attendees are to wear the provided party bands.

¢ Playground and equipment will remain available to other residents throughout the day.

* (2) hour maximum party time.

e Self-standing decorations are permitted, and resident shall remove within (30) min after party.
¢ Residents are required to properly dispose of the trash and clean the party space.

e A $200refundable deposit, payable by credit card only, is required to reserve a section of a
playground.

e Failure to comply with all the guidelines, as determined by the Landlord, will result in forfeiture of
the $200.00 deposit.
